This suite specially packaged with a full version
of Microsoft Office 2008 for Mac Special Media
Edition features the full Office 2008 with
Microsoft Expression Media. Microsoft Office
2008 for Mac is another tool for the Mac user.
After four years of silence since Microsoft Office
2004, you’ll have to decide whether this version is
for you or not. Microsoft Expression Media tar-
gets the business users who need Mi c ro s o f t
Exchange Se rver support and Of f i c e - s p e c i f i c
Automator actions for a one-step stop for their
digital asset management system to visually cata-
log, organize, and resend all your digital assets.

Microsoft Expression Media, previously known
as iView MediaPro, will be reviewed by Dale
Fletcher, who has used and loved iView MediaPro
for years. I will link his review to mine. To read the

It is impossible to cover ALL the new features of
Office 2008 for Mac in 800 words, so I will con-
centrate on he ones I was impressed with most or
that were the most obvious to me.

New in Word is the way files are saved. The new
default is Microsoft Office Open XML. Your docs
are saved as DOCX and not the old DOC format.
Therefore you have to think before clicking SAVE.
An older version of Word will not open the new
DOCX files without installing an update.

I was not able to open documents made in
Pages with Word. Therefore if I am communicat-
ing with PC users I cannot use Pages. But with
Word 2008 I have to remember to save as DOC.
I thought computers were supposed to make
things simple but every time we upgrade we have
to go through the growing pains. It’s exhausting at
times.

Word has the new Elements Gallery with many
new galleries and templates plus new art for cover
pages, table of contents, and bibliographies. You
also get some styled table templates, a quick way
to import charts from Excel, and access to Smart
Art graphics and WordArt.

Students will love the Elements Gallery.  CEOs
can easily add business graphics such as process
diagrams and relationship charts by a simple click-
by-click process. Dropping photos and other
images into Word documents has gotten easier
with the new Object Palette letting you choose
pictures from your iPhoto Library.

Word sports a new Notebook Layout. It’s sim-
ple to use and has a very clean interface. My
favorite feature is the recording of notes from the
Mac’s microphone. Keeping the Audio tool active
in the toolbar lets you record your best thinking
aloud.

New in Word 2008 is the Publishing Layout
v i ew with a centralized interface for making
newsletters, flyers, posters, brochures, and other
graphically rich documents.

Let’s move on with the new Entourage 2008,
which  has a new interface with lots of new fea-
tures. One of the most welcomed by me was the
ability to import my Apple Address Book and my
iCal. What a wonderful surprise.  (However, it did
not import my groups in my Address Book.) So, I
now can get auto fill to do the job when I send a
new email to someone. I can also get any calendar
view I prefer (It’s usually by the month).  The
search feature is much improved. And I love the
To Do List.

I have been using Mail because I wanted to
wean myself from Entourage in preparation for
the iPhone compatibility and so on. However,
Apple Mail has been acting up lately and I’ve been

The song remains the same. Your memories are

on outdated media that you would like to move
up to the latest and greatest. In the 70's, it was
Super 8 film to VHS tape. Today it's VHS tape to
digital. So, of course, you'll need something to
convert all these happy times.

"A fast, simple way to transfer analog video
from a camcorder or any other source to your
Mac® in an iPod®-native format. Macintosh®
video capture has never been so easy. You can
record video from any analog source, including a
camcorder, set-top box, game console or VCR.
The hardware MPEG-4 encoder frees up your
Mac’s processor for other tasks. Videos are added
automatically to iTunes®, ready to sync with an
iPod® or Apple TV™."

Y'mean I can transfer media with no fuss or
muss? This I want to see.

THE JUICE
Video Capture involves both hardware and

software. The hardware with two RCA inputs for
audio and your choice of either an RCA jack plus
an S-Video jack for video. At the other end is a
USB (2.0 or 1.1) plug for your computer. The
s o f t w a re capture program (a/k/a Dazzle) was
designed to work with this particular piece of
hardware.

The process went without a hiccup. Hook up is
simple enough and the installation software is
equally as easy. The only real choice you make,
other buying it, is do you feed your video as com-
posite or S-VIDEO. My old VHS player (redun-
dancy) only has composite out and no S-Video, so

I can only imagine what the S-Video looks like.
You can also convert or manage video for your
iPod plus video, audio and photos for the Sony
PSP.

Support consists of forums, a help viewer and a
contact address. But because the program is so
simple, you most likely won't even need those.

I used an old tape of The Drew Carey Show for
my test. This is a subjective point, but I swear that
it was so crisp. I was able to use the clip on The
Video Sandbox. I have to pick up a VHS player
with S-Video out for the rest of my tapes.

Avid's Pinnacle Video Capture is worth every
penny. Avid is a name that has been the bench-
mark for video for a long, long time. And from
my tests, they brought the same kind of quality of
their professional line of products to their con-
sumer line.

I highly recommend that you surf over to their
site as fast as you can, to check out their editing
packages, studio FX and viewing solutions (which
are made specifically made for their editing soft-
ware).

Now, is there a green way to dispose of video-
tape?

When it comes to downloading media, I use
iTunes for my audio podcasts and audio books.
For video podcasts I use Miro because I think the
video player is better. Miro is great, with channels
and lots of HD media but I started using the lat-
est beta, but it's very buggy. I have no doubt
they'll get everything straightened out and it will
be the great video and bit torrent client that it is.
But what to do till everything is golden?

"Transmission has been built from the ground
up to be a lightweight, yet powerful BitTorrent
client. Its simple, intuitive interface is designed to
integrate tightly with whatever computing envi-
ronment you choose to use. Transmission strikes a
balance between providing useful functionality
without feature bloat. Furthermore, it is free for
anyone to use or modify."

Now my viewer is Quicktime. Is it worth
switching bit torrent clients? Let's see how it com-
pares.
THE JUICE

First of all, Transmission is open source, plat-
form agnostic; Windows, Mac, Linux, etc. You
download the bit torrent file and drag it to the
Transmission window. Now the magic begins.

I regularly download an English soap opera or
copies of the original "The Office." My initial
experience was WOW! The speed this bit torrent
downloads at! Granted, I have to take some extra
steps. But I'm only pushing buttons but saving
loads of minutes. If you download bit torrent, you
know what I'm referring to.

It also let's you set the throttle, amongst other
things, in the preferences. So if you need to share
bandwidth between apps, you can tweak it.
There's also a statistics and message log window.
And it has pull down menus. so you can throttle
the bandwidth without opening the preferences.

very happy with Entourage as a backup. It’s sur-
prisingly becoming my preferred email app for its
stability during this review.

The only thing that I have yet to master in
Entourage is the Rules. I still cannot get some
emails to come into specific folders. Mail is better
in this regard.

New in Entourage is a nifty user-interface
device called MyDay. It is designed to let you view
your current to-dos and appointments without
having Entourage open. You can add a quick to-
do but you cannot create a new appointment or a
new event in MyDay. You have to edit notes,
reminders, and events in Entourage.

MyDay is about viewing quickly and at a
glance your appointments in a floating window
smaller than an application window. It works best
on a large display, otherwise it can get in the way.
If you make it smaller it ceases to show much
information.

Let’s move on to Excel. I am not a heavy Excel
user, so the simple spreadsheets I do use it for do
not offer anything new for me. However, I have
read reviews by others and they suggest a few
enhancements and mention a few downfalls. The
pros are the Elements Gallery, which can save
time. There are an easy-to-use Formula Builder
and better graphics and image building. The cons
for Excel 2008 are that it eliminates macro sup-
port. You have to be a wiz at AppleScript to
recode all your macros. There is no support for
Services and the Standard toolbar isn’t free-float-
ing. Some bugs in Excel 2004 still exist in Excel
2008.

If you have previous versions of Microsoft
Office, you will be prompted on how to handle
incompatibilities by the install wizard. Right now
I have two versions of Word without any incom-
patibility issues.

When I began this re v i ew, I began with
Microsoft Messenger. I usually use iChat. I could
not get Microsoft Messenger to accept my email
address and password so I gave up.

You’ll have to decide if Microsoft Office 2008
is for you but it is worth the money if you need all
the new features.
